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PREFACE

THE present Volume comprehending a part of the Work

originally proposed for publication, undex the title of a
Grammar and Vocabulary of the Gentoo Lianguage, is now
offered to the Public in a detached and insulated form. It
comprises a selection of words, with the English Translation
of them, remarkable only for the familiar and approved use
of them in the conversation and diction of the people,
amongst whom the Gentoo Lianguage of the present day is
current. 'Why a separation and double use has been made
of the work, and how it has happened to be so exceedingly
tardy in making it’s appearance, a very few words will
explain. The other observations which the present occasion
calls for, will not take up much of the Reader’s time in
perusing, nor will the time so bestowed, it is hoped, appear
to have been fruitlessly induced.

At the period, when in the midst of my labours for
bringing the work forward in print, I had reached the
conclusion of the sheets comprehending the Grammar only,
a rival work issued from another Press; also purporting
to be & Gentoo Grammar. Unwilling that a predilection,
often as hastily formed as it is too often 'erroneous, should
be adopted in favour of that production, the resolution of
making the two Wolks appear together compelled me to
separate my Grammar (which possessed the stamp of
priority over the .other work by about seven years) {rom ifs
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ngtural and avowed attachment to the Vocabulary. Theve
was at least so much of principle in the violence committed
by this separation, that it was dictated by a conscientious
opinion of advancing the interests of the service by the
measure, which had been an object of my avowed attention
from the earliest period of the undertaking. A portion of
self-pride, I am free to confess, intermingled it’s influence
in the decision; and, if there was any thing of wounded
feeling in the sensation, it arose from the reflection of seeing
a work spring up so like my own in what it professed, and
so unlike it in all the essential materials of which it was
constructed.

In regard to the other question, I have to explain,
that, called away from Madras upon official duties which
prevented a daily vevisal of the Press, the mnecessity of
having the proof sheets transmitted to a distance for
correction, may sufficiently account for the great deviation
from the promised period of publication. Had -I remained
in Madras, there is no doubt the publication would have
appeared in August last, as promised. I fear this explana-
tion brings on another of a more delicate and important
nature, as regarding the errors in print, which this mode
of examining the proof sheets may unfortunately have
caused. All T can say on this head is, to hope from the
attention uniformly and assiduously *bestowed on this part
of my duty towards the public, as far as circumstances
would admit, that the errors which may have crept in will
néither be too numerous to give offence, nor yet so inaterial
as to call for censure. -

Of the remaining points regarding the construction of
the essential parts of the Vocabulary,.I need make but a
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cursory mention; because, so much has already been saié
in my Preface to the Grammar, on every needful point
connected with the Language as to render all observations
in this place superfluous. In the Preface, the construction
of the Grammar and the principle on which it has been
framed, are fully laid open; and it is only necessary to
say here, that the Vocabulary is formed on exactly the
same model. The one professes to teach the Lianguage
spoken and written at the present day; the other, in like
manner, displays the words and expressions and familiar
phrases inherent in the Language most commonly in present
use. It has also embraced those words of the Sanskrit or
of any other Tianguage, decidedly adopted and brought into
use by habitual choice, either in speech or in writing : for
it was recommended to the Learner in the Preface to the
Grammar, that ¢he make frequent reference to the
Vocabulary, in which few Sanskrit words of undoubted
use and currency have been omitted.”

It must be confessed, that those who fastidiously
delight in an abstract consideration of words, for ever
pausing in order to determine whether it be an adopted
or an original word from any particular Language, will be
disappointed in their search for the distinctions throughout
the pages of the Vocabulary, to set them right, No
indicative S. or P. or E.is to be met with at the side of
any words in the Vocabulary, to enable the leisure and
lax attention of the Gentoo proficient to satisfy his curicsity,
whether the word be Sanskrit, Persian or English; whether
it be an adoption or & derivation, On this head I have
said something in my former Preface, in the two second
paragrahs of the fourteenth page. I could not find room
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ier these initials and at the same time place the Substantive
word in a prominent situation, so as easily to be discerned
from the explanations of it which immediately followed. I
conceived of the two points, the latter to be the most
material ; and the initial letters were discarded.

Many words are of Persian or other derivation and
adoptiva, greatly corrupted in the mode of speaking and
writing them in the Gentoos, which, perfectly unimportant
when referred to their original rank in any particular
foreign Lianguage, are essentially requisite fo be introduced
and highly proper to be known in their Gentoo form.
They are used in all writings, and in all Revenue
transactions, as explanatory of particular branches of the
Revenue, or as phrases of a polite or political signification.
Some might also be referred to in this respect, as adopted
from our own Language, though these have not, until of
late years, been so generally brought into use. They are
now, however, coming into daily practice; and there
cannot be a doubt, as our Indian Tmpire coxtends itself ov
as it increases in importance and stability, and as our
policy may lead us to encourage the measure, these
adoptions from our own Language will daily become more
prevalent and more habitual. In this latter branch (I mean,
the selection of words from the TEnglish) the Vocabulary
will be found rather sparing; because, having in contenr-
plation the {raming of a counterpart work, to be a
Vocabulary of English into Gentoos, it necessarily must
cc;xnpel me to introduce in that work a very great variety
of words of this description, f{rom the impossibiliby of
finding Native Gentoo words to expxesa an adequate and
corresponding meaning.



PREFACE . v

In regard to quantity, I freely admit, that the aim -f
the Vocabulary never imagined more than such a selection
of words, as would contribute readily to assist the assiduity
of the student in acquiring a competent knowledge of the
Language. It was never meant to be so entire a collection
as the strict rules of a Dictionary may demand; in which
there ought perhaps not to be a single word omitted, of
which the Language is susceptible. I lament that time,
no less than the original plan of the work, did not permit
me to do more. I lament that it should have compelled
me to discard many very useful and highly importans
words of the language, both in science and in the arts and
manufactures, as well as in the Commercial branches of
the Hindoo people which, though principally drawn from
foreign sources, are adoptions which have now become the
ingrafted and legitimate terms and acceptations of the
Gentoo TLanguage. I am not, however without some
resource in this dilemma, if I can within any reasonable
period after the present publication, contrive to bring
forward the Volume in contemplation of English into
Gentoos. It is obvious, that in all those specific omissions
to which I now advert, the Native Translation of every
useful and every refined term, and every [amiliar phrase
and expression in the English, may have its denoted
meaning annexed, to it in that work. By this means, the
defect of brevity and the lack of expressive and significant
terms, if observable in the present work, will be remedied
in the most effectual and most satisfactory manner.

With a view to qualify the nature of that brevity
which has been noticed as a defect in this Volume, it
may be proper to devalop so much of the plan as relates
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tgthis subject. Under any particnlar word such as I
distingunish as a premary word, others will [requently be
introduced as collateral words, which will afterwards be
wholly omitted in any other place. TFor example, under
the primary word Xo¥o Gumndhum, understood for a
pleasant smell, will be [ound zsa(h;ozﬁo Doorgundhum, bad
smell. Now the word e&goqﬁo being here introduced in
a compound sense, will probably not be found in any place
of the Vocabulary as a primary .word. In this manner,
a great variety of words will be found in the body of the
work, which should be searched for according to the rule
now pointed out; and perhaps, the brevity apparent on a
first sight, will be found, on a closer inspection, to possess
a very ample and effectual corrective.

It may also be remarked, that there is a vast number
of words and technical terms, though perhaps not in-
troduced as primary or leading words, which are to be
found scattered over the Vocabulary, in the- variety of
examples introduced to shew the way in which any prin-
cipal or primary word should be used. The great assist-
ance which these examples will afford, to those who may be
doubtful of the application of any particular word, will
induce a perpetual reference to them; and by that reference
new words will occasionally develop themselves and become
casually known, which may perhaps not have [ound theiv
rank in the general scale of principal words., Since the
Gentoo literature is so deficient, that scarce any approved
atthor can be named from whom to draw any appropriate
quotation, and in the modern state of the Ianguage not a
single one, if has followed as & necessary expedient to
introduce sentences on matters wost, familiar in conunon
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life. There is an advantage to be derived from this
alternative, I think, much superior in a work of the nature
here professed; which does not pretend fo a vain and
tallacious attempt to teach the Language as a study, with a
view to understand the writings in poetry or history., This
I apprehend, would become rather an unavailable research
and an idle attempt; for, with every assiduity and talent
devoted to the object, will any one seriously tell me, that
the result would repay his labour or justify the inconvenience
of mis-spent time! Bui, to instruct the scholar in the
current acceptation of the Language, in all it’s decisive and
peculiar changes, both as the Caapoo and the Dhorra
speaks it at this day, that is to say, both the Vulgar and the
Polished uses of it amongst the moderns; these are the
great and justifiable advantages to be anticipated from a
work of the nature now offered to the service.

It occurs to me to mention in this place, that in
whatever local information of Castes, of the manners and
habits of the native Gentoos, of the religious ceremonies
of the Hindoos, in short of all such casual information as
the opportunity of introducing the subject has given rise to,
the particulars have been collected from the best and most
authentic authorities in my power to obtain; they are also
recorded in the fairest and most unbiassed colours in my
power to describe. Though nothing very elaborate has
been offered on these topics, there is something of interest
attached to it; and, as opinion will frequently waver on
abstruse enquiries, and the reader may feel a doubt in fixing
his judgment, I have thought it might be satisfactory under
such an impression, to give him a solemn assurance, that the
information displayed dn this work on matters of this nature,
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was not the casual production of indifferent communication,
gathered without {further pains, and meant merely to fill the
space intended for it. On the contrary, every article of
this description has been carefully examined, stands
corroborated by the most impartial testimony of its truth
and propriety, and will bear the test of the strictest
scrutiny.

In the arrangement of the Initial Letters under
which the words of the Vocabulary are classed, I have
chosen the order of the Gentoo Alphabet, as most suitable
to the genius of the work, Very few of the Lefters have
been rejected, as the native Alphabet stands displayed in
the Grammar which has preceded the Vocabulary. The
Letters preserved for the purposes, are as follows; o & ¥ a

making altogether thirty in number; which excludes the
number of Six Letters, inserted in the Alphabet, incapable
of being made leading letters at the head of azny of the
columns. I lament being compelled in this place to
mention, that with all the precaution and care possible,
there has been no attainable mode devised that could
overcome the defective type with which many of the
Letters have been impressed. Those letters in particular
which require the attachment or detachment ol the symbolic
Vowel, to render their siguification fioted and understood,
are miserably imperfect. It is proper therefore to guard
the Student against a too hasty perusal of the words, in
which the following letters ure comprised; Viz., 8 < %
s B na; sa; pa; va; sha; ha. ‘

The distinction in these letters has already been
sufficiently adverted to in the Grammar, even as it regards
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words in which they occur in their perfect state; whed,
in the unfortunate predicament which they labour under
from a defective type, they assume a false appearance
in the manner of applying the distinguishing mark of the
Vowel, it would be unpardonable not to draw the attention
of the Reader to the circumstance. After the eye is
become habituated to the letter, however, the distinction
will by degrees be conceived without difficulty; and, after
all, we cannot be altogether unmindful of the peculiar cast
of the Language itself, which, in the manner of writing it
and particularly in the broken and current hand rejects
almost entirely the symbolical marks of the Vowels. It is
indeed to be lamented, that for the express purpose of
shewing the different modes of writing and of explaining
more minutely this peculiarity of the Language, we are
totally destitute of types to produce the examples, in the
manner of most philological works. In progression of time
and as attention to the subject becomes more earnest and
more warmly applied, this defect may probably be supplied.
For there cannot be a doubt of it's use, fully as much as the
display made in the different Characters of the Niskhi, the
Talik, and the Shekest of the Persian writing.

There is but one remaining observation to make, but
it is one of peculiar Interest, and with that, I leave the
Reader in possession of the Volume, as it is now offered
for his inspection. This communication regards the sound
of some of the letters, which cannot in any other way be
taught, than by some such method as has been here
adopted. ;

The letters so formed are the <5 the = and the = the
two former of which admit of two changes in their sound,
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atid the latter of three. These various distinctions, with a
view to perspicuity, have been placed in a separate In-
dex below, and will admit of an easy reference from the
Vocabulary.

By observing, for example, in the Vocabulary the
word $e e to sprinkle, having the initial b over it ; T refer
to the Index below and I observe the ¥ to be pronounced
tsa; consequently the word o %o will sound tsalladum.
On the contrary; if I turn to the word %s5%o to spotl ox
corrupt, I find the = has an initial @ placed over it, which
on reference to the Index is made to sound c¢ha. The word
must therefore be sounded charrapadum. It is needless
to remark, that to pronounce either of these words
differently, that is to say, to pronounce the one tsarrapa-
dum and the other challadum, would be as ridiculous, as if
we were in English to call it sheese, instead of cheese;
or shop, instead, of ckop. The same importance in the
sound is attached to the two other letters s and = as par-
ticularly pointed out in regard to all of them in the
Grammaz.
