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The Census 2011 recorded almost 2,000 dialects of various sizes currently in use in
India. The dialects evolved naturally to facilitate local communications. Languages
were man made with artificial rules of syntax and grammar to facilitate communications
across a group of dialects.

Dialects are natural and ancient: Languages are artificial and recent. Only naturally
evolved dialects, not man made languages, reveal the ancient migration paths of
humans. Hindu dialects have a fascinating story of human evolution to tell.

The following map is a distribution of some of the native Hindu dialects as recorded in
the Census. They are dialects, not languages. Languages are represented by white
space.

The DNA O, J2b, H, and L are subgroups of the parent F. Hindu (F) lived only in the
Peninsular India for over 60,000 years. They were the warm climate Asia Clade of
Homo Sapiens. The L lived only on the West Coast; the rest lived only at the Trikuta.
